We are excited with all the construction going on at camp right now. Having our &
permits in order from last year we were ready to start the remodel of the bunks
on girls side September 1st. We are already in our final stages of completing all
of the bunks on girls side. We should be completely done by January. We have
also began gutting all the remaining bunks on boys side. Once we are finished
on girls side the construction teams will move on to finishing the 7 bunks left to
do on boys side. Not only are we gutting every bunk and replacing them with
new floors, knotty pine walls and ceilings, entirely new bathrooms, AC in every
bunk and we are adding not 1, but 2, on demand water heaters to each build-
ing. By doing so we should be eliminating the issues with not enough hot water
during shower time (within reason girls side, no 20 minute showers!) We want
the best for our kids and know that hot water has always been a big issue at all
camps.
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As many of you saw last year we made massive improvements to the lake. We
are continuing to make the lake the best possible experience for our campers.
During post camp we had a crew run water and power to the lake! Water foun-
tains have been installed by the lake shed and bbq area. We also completed
the camp fire area as well. Smores anyone!?! Continuing with our lake man-
agement companies plan we stocked the lake this fall with over
5000 golden shiners. This is going to build a stable food source
for our bass population. Allowing them to grow so that our anglers
are getting a shot to real in some real big bass! The shiners will
settle in over the winter and then in the spring start to spawn.
Once they are established we will be bringing in a new gene
pool of bass that will further help the population grow.
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We want to thank everyone who joined us for Fall Foliage! We loved meeting some of our new camp families and always enjoy
reuniting with old! Everyone had a blast whether they got creative with one of our arts and crafts projects, reached their inner
chef and made a delicious caramel apple, or went on a hayride enjoy the beautiful autumn colors at camp. What better way to
end a day at camp than with s’'mores around a campfire that instantly brought us back to Friday nights at Teepee Village during
the summer! We hope everyone who went on a tour had a wonderful experience getting to know camp and seeing some of the
improvements we are making! The best part is, this means summer 2019 is fast approaching! Happy Fall!
